We are grateful for the richness that all our students have added to our community.

In 2023, | am delighted that 18.3% of the exams our students sat resulted in a mark of
90% or higher. | am pleased to let you know that 30 of our students achieved an ATAR of
90 and above, and 49 of 80 and above. The success of the cohort was spread more widely
across the whole of the year group. | congratulate Year 12 2023 on their success and

note that it has been achieved by students, staff and families working together in pursuit
of our students’ best. While rankings are interesting, we are more interested in how
students performed against their own standard, and this is part of our deeper analysis
each year. Notwithstanding that, | am heartened to let you know that we jumped 44
places in the SMH rankings to 88th. We aim to bring out the best in our students to keep
their options for the future as wide open as possible.

This year, we have received student ATARs directly for the first time. The story is a
fabulous one to tell. Our median ATAR (middle of the grade) and our mean ATAR were our
highest ever and significantly so. Our highest ATAR was 99.7 and our lowest ATAR was our
highest ever, indicating that we are improving outcomes for all our students.

To the staff of NBCS, teachers from Kindergarten through to Year 12, | thank you for

the time, energy, and skill that you invest into the education and development of our
students. To the parents and families of our students, thank you for the support that
you have shown to them and their teachers throughout their schooling. We continue to
pray that the education our students receive serves as a firm foundation for life: a life of
gratitude, respect, courage, compassion, and commitment, of expanding opportunities
and service to others, through which the students of Year 12 2023 will flourish.

Then in Term 2 this year, | won the
individual tumbling competition at Nationals and our NSW team won the teams event.

For me, | tried to make the most of every bit of spare time every day. | did all my major study tasks
before training because my training finished at 7.30pm so it was 9pm before | could sit down and start
studying again. So | made notes and did the easier tasks in the evenings.

Leading up to competitions, | would focus more on my training and then after the competition, |
would take a week or two off training and focus on my studies to get on top of everything. The School
was really supportive too. When | went away for the worlds, | was given more time to complete
assignments and my year advisor helped me know what to prioritise.

DID YOU FIND IT HARD TO FIT IN YOUR ROLE AS SCHOOL CAPTAIN?

Having a strong support network was key. The four captains all supported each other, so if | was going
to be away, one of the others would offer to take on whatever duty | had coming up.
